Greetings Fellow Exchangites:

Last year was a great financial year for the Distrit. We
finished the year with $8,131.83 in our account, wbh is
the largest amount with which we have ever closedgear.
Your District Board is committed to being financialy
conservative with your money. | would like to thank all of
those clubs who faithfully and promptly pay your
quarterly dues.

You will notice in this quarteres invoice a chargefor
insurance. This insurance is the fidelity bond whih covers
all of the treasurers in the district, including the District
Treasurer. The amount of coverage for this bond h&been
increased to $25,000. The District has already phithe
premium, and each club has been billed for its poibn of
the premium. This is different from the insurancethat
National bills the clubs. National provides liabiity
insurance for each of the clubs for $100 per year, as well as
an optional bond for theft up to $25,000 for eachlab for
another $100 per year. So as you can see, the $b7each
club was billed by the District is a bargain.

For you new treasurers | would like to remind you hat
District dues are $5.50 per member per quarter ands20
per club for Convention Fees per quarter. You willbe
billed in early July, October, January and April of each
year. National dues are $15.50 per member per quiar
and $25 per club for Convention Fees per quarter.At the
National Convention the delegates voted to increasthe
National convention fees from $15 to $25 per quarteper
club.

| would also like to remind all of the clubs of thenew |.R.S.
regulations that go into effect this year. All Exbange
Clubs are now required to file a tax return with the I.R.S.
For those clubs that have already been filing the 9® or
990-E, nothing has changed for you. Those clubsahhave
revenue less than $25,000 in the past did not have to file a
return. Those clubs will now have to file a 990-N.This
filing is for informational purposes only, and no &axes will
actually be paid. However, failure to file this reéurn for
three consecutive years will result in the automatic loss of
your clubs tax exempt status. Since the Exchange uRl
operates on a fiscal year of July 1 « June 30, thegeturns
are due to the I.LR.S. on November 15, 2008. So fare to
get this filed so you do not risk losing your tax >empt
status. If you do not have an accountant in yourlab that
can help you with this, then there is a good potential new
member for you to go recruit.
